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Executive Summary 
This publication reports immunisation statistics for England for 2009-10. Most of the 

immunisation statistics relate to routine vaccinations which are offered to everyone in 

particular specified age groups.  

 

Routine Childhood Immunisations 
Issues with some newly implemented Child Health Information Systems (CHISs) over recent 

years have affected data quality. Although some Primary Care Trusts (PCTs) reported data 

quality issues in 2009-10, overall fewer issues have been identified. Some caution should, 

however, be exercised when comparing coverage figures over time as apparent trends could 

reflect changes in the quality of data reported as well as real changes in vaccination 

coverage. While this issue will be more apparent at a local level, it will also have an impact 

on the national figures. 

 

Reported coverage figures for all routine childhood vaccinations reported through the Cover 

of Vaccination Evaluated Rapidly (COVER) programme have shown an increase at national 

and generally at regional level this year, although figures for London remain lower than other 

regions. Consultation with PCTs suggests that there may be a number of reasons for these 

changes including: 

 

• A Measles, Mumps and Rubella (MMR) catch-up campaign to increase vaccination 

coverage in 2008-09. 

• Increased efforts to improve vaccine coverage in some PCTs in response to Vital 

Signs (a new approach to planning and managing priorities).  

• The introduction or continued implementation of new CHISs in some PCTs which, in 

most cases, was reported to have led to improvements in data quality.  

• Efforts by some PCTs to improve data quality/reporting. 

 

In 2009-10, PCTs reported that 93.6% of children reaching their first birthday had completed 

primary immunisation courses against Diphtheria, Tetanus, Polio, Pertussis and 
Haemophilus influenzae type b (DTaP/IPV/Hib). This compares with 92.0% in 2008-09. 

Coverage of the primary course DTaP/IPV/Hib vaccine is reported again at two years. For 
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children reaching their second birthday, coverage in 2009-10 was 95.3%, exceeding the 

World Health Organisation target for Diphtheria, Tetanus, Polio and Pertussis of 95% for the 

first time since the combined vaccine was first reported in 2006-07. Reported vaccinations 

for DTaP/IPV show that 84.8% of children had received their booster as well as their primary 

course at five years of age.  

 

After falling to a low of 79.9% in 2003-04, figures reported by PCTs show that coverage of 

the Measles, Mumps and Rubella (MMR) vaccine for children reaching their second 

birthday increased to 88.2% in 2009-10 (coverage in 2008-09 was 84.9%). However, despite 

this increase, coverage is still lower than in the mid 1990s, when just over 90% of children 

received the MMR vaccine, as well as lower than the World Health Organisation target of 

‘more than 95% coverage’.  

 

Reported figures show that 82.7% of children had received their first and second dose of 

MMR vaccine (MMR2) at age five, a substantial increase on last year’s coverage which was 

78.0%. The increase in MMR2 coverage in 2008-09 and 2009-10 might be partly explained 

by the MMR catch-up campaign referred to above.  

 

Comparison of coverage in 2009-10 at five years shows that whilst 91.0% of children had 

received their first dose of MMR, only 82.7% had completed the recommended schedule of 

two doses by this age. 

 

In 2009-10, 92.7% of children were reported to have completed primary immunisation 

courses against Meningitis C by their first birthday. This compares to 91.2% in 2008-09.  

 

PCTs reported that in 2009-10, 90.0% of children had received the combined Haemophilus 

influenzae type b and Meningitis C (Hib/MenC) booster as measured at two years. This 

compares with 85.4% in 2008-09, which was the first year of reporting for this combined 

vaccine.  

 

Reported figures show that 92.9% of children had completed a primary immunisation course 

of Pneumococcal Conjugate Vaccine (PCV) at 12 months in 2009-10. This represents an 

increase from 2008-09 when coverage was 91.3%. 
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PCTs reported that in 2009-10, 87.6% of children had received the PCV booster as 

measured at two years. This compares with 81.5% in 2008-09, which was the first year of 

reporting for this booster vaccine.  

 

Comparative data shows vaccination coverage in England to be consistently below that in 

other UK countries. 

 

Non-Routine Immunisations 
Issues with some Child Health Information Systems (CHISs) continue to affect the quality of 

data collected through the KC50 on Tuberculosis (BCG) vaccinations in some PCTs.  

 

There were 223,167 BCG vaccinations in 2009-10 given to those in specified at-risk 

categories. This compares with 239,186 in 2008-09. 

 
Adult Immunisations 
A new campaign to immunise persons aged 65 and over against influenza (seasonal flu) 
was introduced in 2000-01. Coverage for this age group in England was 72.4% in 2009-10, 

below the World Health Organisation target of 75% and a reduction from the 74.1% recorded

Introduction 
Background 
This publication reports immunisation statistics for England for 2009-10. Most of the 

immunisation statistics relate to routine vaccinations which are offered to everyone in 

particular specified age groups. However, this publication also covers some non-routine 

vaccinations which are targeted at particular groups within the population. 
 

Routine Childhood Immunisations  
Currently the World Health Organisation (WHO) recommends that on a national basis at 

least 95% of children receive three primary doses of diphtheria, tetanus, polio and pertussis 

in the first year of life and more than 95% receive one dose of a measles, mumps and 

rubella vaccine by two years of age. The routine childhood immunisation programme for the 

UK includes these WHO immunisations as well as a number of others as defined by the 

Department of Health in ‘Immunisation against Infectious Diseases – the Green Book’.1 The 

schedule for the programme is shown in Table A below. Further details on the immunisation 

programme, which is continuously reviewed and updated, can be found at:

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Non-Routine Immunisations 
In addition to the routine vaccinations shown in Table A, there are a number of non-routine 

vaccines – see Table B below.

The BCG vaccination programme is targeted at those individuals who may be at greater risk 

of tuberculosis (TB), either because their parents or grandparents were born in a country 

with a high prevalence of TB or, they reside in areas where TB is more prevalent in the 

population.2

Adult Immunisations 
‘Seasonal flu vaccine is offered to all those aged 65 years and over, people with certain long-

term medical conditions (for example, chronic respiratory and cardiac disease), health and 

social care workers, and those who work in close contact with poultry.’ ‘Each year the make-

up of the seasonal flu vaccine is designed to protect against the influenza viruses that the 

World Health Organisation decides are most likely to be circulating in the coming winter’3. 

This publication includes information on those aged 65 and over receiving the seasonal flu 

vaccine. More information on the seasonal flu vaccination and the other groups vaccinated in 

2009-10 is available from the Department of Health:

Data 
Data Sources 
The information in this publication comes from three data sources as follows: 

1) The Health Protection Agency (HPA) Centre for Infections (CfI) for information on 

childhood immunisation coverage at ages one, two and five. This information is collected 

through the Cover of Vaccination Evaluated Rapidly (COVER) data collection for PCTs. A 

copy of the COVER Data Collection Form is attached as Appendix E 

2) The NHS Information Centre (NHS IC) for information about the BCG programme and 

reinforcing doses of diphtheria, tetanus and polio. This data is collected on the KC50 

return from known providers of immunisation services. A copy of the KC50 and guidance 

notes is attached as Appendices C and D 

3) The Department of Health (DH) for information regarding persons aged 65 and over 

immunised against seasonal flu. This information is produced in conjunction with the 

HPA. 

 
Data Quality Statement 
Accuracy  
These are established collections based on 100 per cent data, i.e. not a sample.  

 

The COVER data is aggregated data that is collected annually from Primary Care Trusts 

(PCTs) by the HPA. The data are subject to quality assurance procedures by the HPA prior 

to being sent to the NHS Information Centre. The HPA also undertake quarterly collections 

of the same data and this is an important means of identifying any data quality issues prior to

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the annual collection. On receipt of the data, the NHS IC undertake further data validation to 

ensure the quality of the data prior to publication. 

 

The KC50 data is also aggregated data collected by the NHS IC annually. This data is 

subject to extensive validation prior to publication.  

 

Issues with some Child Health Information Systems in recent years have affected the quality 

of data from both COVER and the KC50 collections. These issues are discussed in more 

detail in Appendix B of the report on Data Quality. 

 

Relevance 
The HPA uses the report as a validated authoritative source of figures for use when referring 

to immunisation programmes at all levels within England. The statistics are used to report 

United Kingdom (UK) vaccine coverage data to the World Health Organisation (WHO).

The Department of Health (DH) uses the statistics to inform policy. DH also uses statistics 

from the publication supplied by the NHS IC to monitor performance against Vital Signs 

plans at Strategic Health Authority (SHA) and PCT level, and for identification of areas where 

national or regional catch up programmes for specific immunisations need to be focussed. 

The statistics used in the report are also used by DH to respond to and support answers to 

Parliamentary Questions. 

 

The statistics are used at both Trust and SHA level to monitor local performance against 

targets.  

 

Immunisation statistics from the publication also appear in the Health Profile of England, 

published annually by the DH.

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Statistics from the publication are supplied to the Care Quality Commission which publishes 

them as benchmarking data.  

 

Statistics from the publication are used in the Child Health Profiles published by the Child 

and Maternal Health Observatory (ChiMat). 

 

Statistics on vaccinations for MMR and Pertussis from the publication are included in the 

Compendium of Clinical and Health Indicators which is widely used within the NHS as well 

as outside it.  

 

The NHS IC receives ad hoc requests for information from health professionals, medical 

researchers and academic units around the UK and internationally.  

 

The data is used to underpin articles in newspapers, journals etc on matters of public 

interest. 

 

All information is accessible for general public use for any particular purpose. 

 
Comparability and Coherence 
Changes in the UK immunisation programme are reflected in the statistics reported in this 

bulletin. The most recent changes are as follows: 

 

A revised immunisation schedule was used from 4 September 2006 which included the 

Pneumococcal Conjugate Vaccine (PCV) and a Haemophilus influenzae type b and 

Meningitis C booster (Hib/Men C) booster. 

 

The combined Hib/Men C booster vaccine is administered at 12 months. Coverage data for 

the Hib/MenC booster was first published in this bulletin in 2008-09 as experimental data. 

 

Introduction of PCV is given at two and four months with a booster dose around 13 months 

of age. Data on the primary course (given at two and four months) were first published in 

2007-08 as experimental statistics. Coverage data for the PCV booster was first published in 

2008-09. 
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In September 2008 the immunisation programme was updated again to include routine 

Human Papillomavirus (HPV) vaccination for girls aged 12-13 years, with a catch-up 

programme for females up to 18 years. Although statistics on HPV were reported in this 

bulletin in 2008-09, they are now no longer included. See the section on Changes to the 

Report for more information on this. 

 

The above changes in the immunisation schedule need to be borne in mind when 

considering trend data. Importantly, when a new vaccine is first introduced, coverage is 

sometimes below that of other vaccines given at a similar time in the first year (and  

sometimes for some years after introduction). Recording/reporting issues may, in some 

instances, affect completeness and/or quality of data in the first year(s) following the 

introduction of a vaccine. 

 

The NHS IC maintains awareness of changes that may impact on the data through regular 

meetings and communication with the HPA and the DH.  

 
The HPA publish provisional quarterly immunisation data from the quarterly COVER data 

collections from PCTs. The annual COVER collection, which is the data source for this 

report, is likely to be more complete than the quarterly returns as PCTs have had more time 

to update the CHIS data. The annual collection is also subject to additional validation and 

quality checks by the NHS IC. There is, therefore, likely to be some difference between the 

quarterly figures published by the HPA and the annual figures published in this report. This 

report is the authoritative source of immunisation statistics. 

 
Timeliness and Punctuality 
The immunisations data are made available as soon as possible after they have been 

compiled and validated (usually in the September following the end of the financial year to 

which the data relate). 

 
Accessibility 
Most data fields are published in the Data Tables as part of the main report which is 

available on the NHS IC Immunisation web pages – http://www.ic.nhs.uk/statistics-and-data-

The tables and graphs are also available as Excel files which again are accessible through 

the web pages. Further analysis may be available on request, subject to resource limits and 

compliance with disclosure control requirements. 

 

Performance cost and respondent burden 
The data used in the publication are aggregated PCT level information gathered by the HPA 

and DH as part of their management of the immunisation programme. These are the only 

sources of data required for the report. 

 

All data collections used in this publication are subject to the Registration of Central Returns 

(ROCR) procedure and licensed by ROCR. This is to ensure that data collections do not 

duplicate other collections, minimise the cost to all parties and have a specific use. 

 

Confidentiality, Transparency and Security 
The standard NHS IC security and confidentiality policies have been applied in the 

production of these statistics. The data is received in aggregate form. An annual risk 

assessment is undertaken prior to publication which addresses any potential issues around 

disclosure. 

 

Definitions 

Responsible Population (COVER) 
It should be noted that the COVER data collection form requests PCTs to submit information 

on PCT responsible populations, a definition of which can be found on the COVER request 

form (see Appendix E.). PCT responsible populations are then used by the NHS IC to 

calculate vaccination coverage rates. The PCT responsible population is derived from the 

population registers held on CHISs and is different from the estimated resident population 

figures produced by the Office of National Statistics (ONS) for each PCT. It is also different 

from the registered population figures which are obtained from GP Systems (which by 

definition exclude unregistered children) and reflected in the Connecting for Health (CfH) 

“Exeter” payment system (NHAIS).  

Immunised 
Where a primary course consists of more than one dose of vaccine, administered at set 

intervals, immunised means having had all doses required for a full primary course. 
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Changes to the Report 
Experimental Statistics 
The Immunisation Statistics Bulletin 2008-9 contained three sets of Experimental Statistics. 

PCV and Hib/MenC at two years old and HPV for year 8 females (aged 12-13 years).  

PCV and Hib/MenC 
There are now two complete years of PCV and Hib/MenC coverage statistics. Coverage 

figures in the first year of reporting were below that of other vaccines reported at two years 

(as has previously been observed for other new vaccines added to the routine schedule), but 

have increased this year. The NHS IC is not aware of any problems associated with this 

specific data collection and therefore these statistics have been included in the main body of 

this years report as National Statistics. 

HPV  
The HPV data reported in last year’s report was a sample of nine months data (from 

September 2008 to June 2009). The HPV vaccination programme is predominantly delivered 

in schools and therefore runs annually through the academic year (September to August). 

When the full year data was collected in September and published in January 2010 by 

HPA/DH, there was some variation from the nine month data. 

Due to this variation and the fact that there is already an official publication of the HPV data, 

this information has not been included in this bulletin. The 2008-09 publication on HPV

Denominators 
The Denominators subsection of the Data Quality section that was in last year’s report has 

not been included in this year’s publication. This subsection was included in the 2008-09 

publication to demonstrate the difference between the PCT responsible population and 

resident population figures which are produced by the Office of National Statistics (see 

http://www.ic.nhs.uk/statistics-and-data-collections/health-and-lifestyles/immunisation/nhs-

immunisation-statistics-england-2008-09 for last year’s report). The difference between the 

two populations is still highlighted in the definition of responsible population in the Data 

section above.

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Analysis and Commentary 
Routine Childhood Immunisations 
The routine childhood vaccination coverage figures for children up to the age of five are 

calculated from figures extracted from CHISs and reported by PCTs through the COVER 

programme. Issues with some newly implemented CHISs over recent years have affected 

data quality. Although some PCTs reported data quality issues in 2009-10, overall fewer 

issues have been identified. Some caution should, however, be exercised when comparing 

coverage figures over time as apparent trends could reflect changes in the quality of data 

reported as well as real changes in vaccination coverage. While this issue will be more 

apparent at a local level, it will also have an impact on the national figures. For more 

information, see Appendix B on Data Quality. 

 

Overview 
Coverage figures for all routine childhood vaccinations reported through the COVER 

programme have shown an increase at national and generally at regional level this year, 

although figures for London remain lower than other regions. Consultation with PCTs 

suggests that there may be a number of reasons for these changes including: 

 

• A MMR catch-up campaign to increase vaccination coverage in 2008-09 

• Increased efforts to improve vaccine coverage in some PCTs in response to Vital 

Signs5. Vital Signs was introduced in 2008-09 as part of the NHS Operating 

Framework6 and required PCTs to report on vaccination coverage as part of a new 

approach to planning and managing priorities. 

• The introduction or continued implementation of new CHISs in some PCTs which, in 

most cases, was reported to have led to improvements in data quality.  

• Efforts by some PCTs to improve data quality/reporting as part of the MMR catch-up 

campaign and/or Vital Signs reporting.

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Immunisations by first and second birthday 
 
Diphtheria, Tetanus, Polio, Pertussis and Haemophilus influenzae type b 
(DTaP/IPV/Hib,  “5 in 1” Vaccine) 
 
Children should receive a primary course of three doses of Diphtheria, Tetanus, Polio, 

Pertussis and Haemophilus influenzae type b (DTaP/IPV/Hib ‘5 in 1’) at two, three and four 

months and then a booster dose of DTaP/IPV three years after completion of the primary 

course (Hib is boosted as part of the Hib/MenC vaccine given at 12 months). 

 

Coverage at One Year – In 2009-10, PCTs reported that 93.6% of children reaching their 

first birthday had completed primary immunisation courses against DTaP/IPV/Hib. This 

compares with 92.0% in 2008-09. Table C shows coverage of the DTap/IPV/Hib vaccine 

since it was introduced in 2006-07.

Table D shows regional coverage of the vaccine over the last two years calculated from 

figures reported by PCTs. In 2009-10 all regions showed an increase in coverage of 

DTaP/IPV/Hib at 12 months. Coverage was highest in the North East (95.7%) and lowest in 

London (88.7%).

Coverage at Two Years – Coverage of three doses of the combined DTaP/IPV/Hib vaccine 

is reported again at two years. For children reaching their second birthday, coverage in 

2009-10 was 95.3% (see Table E), exceeding the World Health Organisation target for 

Diphtheria, Tetanus, Polio and Pertussis of 95% for the first time since the combined vaccine 

was first reported in 2006-07. When coverage for this cohort was measured at age one in 

2008-09, only 92.0% had been immunised (see Table C).  

 

Table E shows regional coverage of the vaccine over the last two years calculated from 

figures reported by PCTs. In 2009-10, all SHAs had coverage levels of above 90% at two 

years.  Eight SHAs had coverage of 95% or above. Coverage was highest in the North East

Measles-Mumps-Rubella (MMR) 
Children should receive their first dose of MMR vaccine (MMR1) at around 13 months and 

then a second dose between three years four months and five years.  

 

After falling to a low of 79.9% in 2003-04, figures reported by PCTs show that coverage of 

MMR vaccine for children reaching their second birthday increased to 88.2% in 2009-10. 

Coverage in 2008-09 was 84.9%. However, despite this increase, coverage is still lower than 

in the mid 1990s (when just over 90% of children received the MMR vaccine) as well as 

lower than the World Health Organisation target of ‘more than 95% coverage’. See Figure 2 

below.

Haemophilus influenzae type b and Meningitis C (Hib/MenC) 
In September 2006 a new programme for a combined Hib/MenC booster vaccine was 

introduced for children at around 12 months of age. PCTs reported that in 2009-10, 90.0% of 

children had received the combined Hib/MenC booster as measured at two years. This 

compares with 85.4% in 2008-09, which was the first year of reporting for this combined 

vaccine. Coverage by SHA is shown in Table I.

Reported vaccinations for DTaP/IPV indicate that 84.8% of children had received their 

booster as well as their primary course at five years of age. This compares with 80.1% in 

2008-09. Table N shows coverage of this vaccine over the last four years calculated from 

figures reported by PCTs. Consultation with a sample of PCTs suggests that the increase in 

coverage of DTaP/IPV at five years in 2009-10 might be partly explained by data cleaning 

associated with the MMR catch-up campaign that was announced in August 200813.

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Non-routine Immunisations 
Issues with some Child Health Information Systems (CHISs) continue to affect the quality of 

data collected through the KC50 on Tuberculosis (BCG) vaccinations in some PCTs. The 

quality of BCG data is affected by the inability of CHISs in some PCTs to provide data within 

the specified age bands on the KC50 return and by the introduction/continued 

implementation of new CHISs in four PCTs.

Term Definition 
DTaP/IPV/Hib Childhood vaccine providing protection against Diphtheria, 

Tetanus, Polio, Pertussis and Haemophilus influenzae b 
MenC Childhood vaccine providing protection against meningococcal 

group C disease 
MMR Childhood vaccine providing protection against Measles, Mumps 

and Rubella 
PCV Pneumococcal Conjugate Vaccine - Childhood vaccine providing 

protection against Pneumococcal Disease 
Diphtheria Diphtheria is a potentially fatal, contagious disease that usually 

involves the nose, throat, and air passages, but may also infect 
the skin19. 

Tetanus Tetanus is a serious, acute (severe but short-lived) condition that 
is caused by infection with a bacterium known as Clostridium 
tetani 20. 

Polio Polio, also known as poliomyelitis, is caused by a highly infectious 
virus. For most people, polio is a mild illness and causes flu-like 
symptoms. However, polio can be potentially fatal.  A severe case 
of polio attacks the nerve cells that help muscles to function and 
can cause severe muscle paralysis (paralytic polio)21

 

Pertussis Pertussis, also sometimes referred to as whooping cough, is an 
infection of the lining of the airways22. 

Pneumococcal disease 
(PCV) 

Pneumococcal infections are acute infections caused by the 
Streptococcus pneumoniae (S. pneumoniae) bacterium. There are 
more than 90 different strains of S. pneumoniae bacteria. S. 
pneumoniae enters the human body through the nose and 
mouth23. 

Haemophilus influenzae 
type b 

Hib (Haemophilus influenzae type b) is a bacterial infection that 
can cause a number of serious illnesses such as pneumonia, 
blood poisoning and meningitis, especially in young children24. 

HPV Human papilloma virus (HPV) is the name of a family of viruses 
that affect the skin and the moist membranes that line the body, 
such as those in the cervix, anus, mouth and throat.

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some types of HPV can cause abnormal tissue growth and other 
changes to cells, which can lead to cervical cancer25. 

Influenza Seasonal flu (also known as influenza) is a highly infectious illness 
caused by a flu virus. The virus infects the lungs and upper 
airways, causing a sudden high temperature and general aches 
and pains26.  

BCG The Bacillus Calmette-Guerin (BCG) vaccine provides protection 
against tuberculosis (TB). TB is an infection caused by a 
bacterium called Mycobacterium tuberculosis 27. 

Tuberculosis Tuberculosis (TB) is a bacterial infection.  It is spread by inhaling 
tiny droplets of saliva from the coughs or sneezes of an infected 
person28. 

Measles Measles (sometimes known as morbilli) is a highly infectious viral 
illness. It causes a range of symptoms including fever, coughing 
and distinctive red-brown spots on the skin29. 

Mumps Mumps is a highly contagious viral infection that usually affects 
children. The most common symptom of mumps is a swelling of 
the parotid glands. The parotid glands are located on one side, or 
both sides, of the face. The swelling gives a person a distinctive 
‘hamster face’ appearance30. 

Rubella Rubella (German measles) is an infectious disease that is caused 
by a virus. It can cause a high temperature (fever) of 38C (100.4F) 
or over, and a distinctive red-pink rash. In most cases, rubella is a 
mild condition, but it can be serious in pregnant women because it 
can harm the unborn baby31. 

Meningococcal group C 
disease 

Meningococcal group C disease can cause meningitis, and 
septicaemia (bacterial infection of the blood). Meningitis is an 
infection of the meninges that are the protective membranes that 
surround the brain and spinal cord. Infection can cause the 
meninges to become inflamed and swell, which can damage the 
nerves and brain.

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Appendix B – Data Quality  

COVER Data 
Information on childhood immunisation coverage at ages one, two and five is collected 

through the Cover of Vaccination Evaluated Rapidly (COVER) data collection from Child 

Health Information Systems (CHISs) for PCTs. 

 

Issues with some CHISs over recent years (including issues associated with the 

implementation of new systems) have affected the quality of COVER data. Since 2005-06, 

the following data issues have been reported by PCTs: 

 

2005-06 Nine London PCTs33 were unable to submit data due to problems relating to 
  the implementation of a new child health system. 
 
2006-07 Seven London PCTs were unable to provide reliable annual data due to 

ongoing problems relating to the implementation of a new child health system. 

2007-08 Six London PCTs did not provide any data and a further seven PCTs had some 
missing data for the five year cohort due to ongoing problems relating to the 
implementation of a new child health system. One PCT in the South West was 
unable to provide data due to a major problem with the child health system.  

2008-09 18 PCTs experienced data quality issues. In 13 of these PCTs the data quality  
  issue was associated with a recent migration to a new child health system or  
  problems with an existing child health system. Of these 13 PCTs, eleven were  
  in London. One PCT submitted partial datasets due to the unavailability of data  
  from certain parts of the PCT and a further three PCTs submitted data based  
  upon quarterly data due to problems reporting an annual figure. 

 
 

 
As the breakdown above shows, the data quality issues reported in recent years have been 

primarily, but not exclusively, associated with London PCTs. 

 
In 2009-10, all 152 Primary Care Trusts were able to supply complete data for childhood 

immunisations. The number of trusts highlighting problems with data quality due to issues 

with CHISs also fell, with only four PCTs identifying CHIS implementation as having a 

negative impact on data quality and accuracy. Three out of these four PCTs were in London. 

 

 
 
33 There are 31 PCTs in London. 
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Reported coverage figures for routine childhood vaccinations (up to five years of age) have 

shown some change this year when compared to last year. Consultation with a targeted 

sample of 32 PCTs which showed substantial change in coverage for one or more vaccines 

was undertaken to gain a greater understanding of the reason(s) for change. This 

consultation suggested that variations to reported coverage may be partly explained by the 

following: 

• An MMR catch up campaign to increase vaccination coverage in 2008-09 

• Increased efforts to improve vaccine coverage in some PCTs in response to 
Vital Signs  

• Introduction or continued implementation of new CHIS  

• Data cleansing exercises by PCTs 

 

What cannot be identified is the size of the impact of the various factors above on levels of 

coverage. Further detail on the factors identified through the consultation is provided below. 

 

MMR catch-up campaign 
In August 2008 an MMR catch-up campaign was announced by the Chief Medical Officer 

with the aim of preventing a measles epidemic. The campaign suggested that the first priority 

should be to offer MMR vaccine to those aged 13 months to 18 years who had not yet 

received the vaccine. Thereafter the following prioritisation was followed: 

1. Children aged 3 years 7 months (in Sept 2008) to 11 years 

2. Children aged 12 to 18 years 

3. Individuals over 18 years leaving school to go to higher education or further education 

establishments 

 

Vital Signs 
Vital Signs was introduced in 2008-09 as part of the NHS Operating Framework and required 

PCTs to report on vaccination coverage as part of a new approach to planning and 

managing priorities. Most PCTs reported that they had made increased efforts in 2009-10 to 

increase vaccine uptake due to Vital Signs.  

 

Child Health Information Systems (CHISs) 
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Amongst those PCTs that reported that they had changed their CHIS in the last two years, 

most indicated that this had led to better data quality/accuracy. However, some of those 

consulted did report that the change had led to poorer data quality/accuracy in 2009-10. 

Quality issues usually arise when a move to a new system is still on-going or the move was 

undertaken very recently. 

 

Data Cleansing 
Most PCTs consulted reported that as part of the MMR catch-up campaign they had 

undertaken data cleaning of MMR data,  of denominator data (i.e. the number of children for 

whom a PCT is responsible) and of data on vaccines other than MMR (e.g. pre school 

DTaP/IPV).   

 

Most PCTs also reported that they had made increased efforts in 2009-10 to improve data 

quality/reporting as part of Vital Signs reporting. 

 

Other 
Other issues reported as having improved data quality included: 

• The ability to link GP data to CHIS (to accurately identify eligible populations) 

• The use of dedicated immunisation teams to support immunisation programmes and 

improve accuracy of recorded data. 

 

Due to issues with CHISs over recent years and the potential impact of data cleaning in 

2009-10, some caution should be exercised when comparing coverage figures over time, as 

apparent trends could reflect changes in the quality of data reported as well as real changes 

in vaccination coverage.  

 

KC50 data 
Information about immunisation of children aged 13-18 years receiving a reinforcing dose of 

tetanus, diphtheria and polio (Td/IPV) and MMR and the BCG programme for all persons is 

collected on the KC50 return from known providers of immunisation services. 

 

KC50 returns were received from all organisations that provide an immunisation service. The 

issues surrounding the accuracy of the KC50 collection are similar to previous years. A third 

of organisations were unable to supply data for the full 13-18 year age-group on Part A of the 
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KC50 (immunisations given to school leavers and other children). This was due to CHISs 

being unable to extract data in the appropriate age ranges. The majority of these 

organisations provided data for the 13-16 year age-group with a small number of 

organisations reporting only the total number of vaccinations completed. In these instances, 

young people who might have been vaccinated at age 17 or 18 would not have been 

included in the KC50 return.  

 

In addition, 4 organisations stated that problems with CHISs had led to data quality issues. 

This is, however, fewer than last year when 13 organisations reported that system problems 

had led to an inability to report reliable data.  

 
Tetanus, diphtheria and polio (Td/IPV) 
Due to the ongoing problems with many CHISs in providing Td/IPV data for the complete 13-

18 years age group, some caution should be exercised when comparing vaccination 

statistics between PCTs and over time. Apparent trends could reflect changes in the quality 

of data reported as well as real changes in vaccinations given. 

 

A total of 13 organisations stated that focus on completing HPV vaccinations for the 14-15 

year old cohort as HPV catch-ups for the 14-18 year age group had impacted on the number 

of Td/IPV school leaver boosters administered in 2009-10. 

 

Tuberculosis (BCG) 
Issues with some CHISs over recent years have, and still, affect the quality of data collected 

through the KC50 on BCG vaccinations in some PCTs.  

 

There continue to be issues with some CHISs not being able to extract data in the required 

age bands on Part B (BCG vaccinations) and some caution should therefore be exercised 

when comparing vaccination statistics between PCTs and over time. 13 organisations 

specifically reported the age bands as an issue in 2009-10.  

 

Once again, the number of Tuberculosis vaccinations (BCG) given at a local level varied. 

Extensive work has been undertaken to verify data submitted on the KC50 form, particularly 

where comparisons to previous year’s data demonstrated a significant year-on-year 

variation. The most common reasons for variation from previous years were changes to local 
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policy and population fluctuations. However, two PCTs (where there were particularly large 

falls in the numbers of BCG vaccinations reported in 2009-10) suggested that data submitted 

for 2008-09 on the number of BCG vaccinations may have been inaccurate. 

 
Revisions 
Subsequent to publishing the Immunisations Statistics 2008-09 Bulletin on 3 September 

2009, an error was identified to the labelling of Table 12a in both the Bulletin and the Excel 

tables on the website. The table, which is four pages long, is on the number of children 

receiving BCG vaccinations by trust. At the top of each page it indicates that the figures 

presented are in thousands, but the figures presented in the table are the actual number of 

children. The error has been rectified in this publication and did not occur in publications in 

previous years.

Appendix D – KC50 Guidance Notes (2009-10) 
 
General Guidance 
The return needs to be completed to cover the period 1 April 2009 to 31 March 2010. 

In compiling information about vaccination and immunisation programmes, it is suggested 

that Information Managers liaise with Immunisation Co-ordinators locally. 

Childhood immunisation is included in tier 2 of ‘Vital Signs’ under the heading: “VSB10: 

Individuals who complete immunisation by recommended ages.” 

Full technical definitions for all indicators is available through Unify2. 

Lines 19 to 21 relate to children aged 13-18 immunised with a booster dose of tetanus, 

diphtheria and polio. 

 
Specific Guidance 
The KC50 records information on the immunisation of children aged 13-18 years receiving a 

reinforcing dose of tetanus, diphtheria and polio (Td/IPV) containing vaccine within each 

PCT including those provided by GPs and other community/primary care staff. 

The following groups of children are to be included as PCT responsible population for KC50 

data. 

Children for whom the PCT is responsible are: 

• all children registered with a GP whose practice forms part of the PCT, regardless of where the 

child is resident, plus 

• any children not registered with a GP, who are resident within the PCTs statutory geographical 

boundary 

 

Note that children resident within the PCT geographical area, but registered with a GP belonging to 

another PCT, are the responsibility of that other PCT. 

- The KC50 return relates to the number of courses of immunisation completed in the year. 

With the extension of the COVER collection (see below), the KC50 return is now to be 

used only for BCG (at any age), and for booster doses given to school leavers and other 

13-18 year olds. 
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- Information about uptake of immunisation at ages 1, 2 and 5, formerly collected on the 

KC51 return, is collected through the “COVER” (cover of vaccination evaluated rapidly) 

returns made to the Communicable Disease Surveillance Centre (CDSC). 

- Trusts are asked to ensure that all the relevant immunisation activity in their area is 

recorded, including that provided by GPs or other community/primary care staff. If 

necessary please liaise with neighbouring Trusts to ensure that full information about 

your Trust’s immunisation programme is obtained, and that there is no duplication. If you 

are unable to provide complete data for your trust please say so on the KC50 return in 

the box provided at the end of the collection form. 

 

Part A – Immunisations given to school leavers and other children aged 13-18 

Note that this relates only to school leavers and other children aged 13-18 on receipt of 

booster or reinforcing dose. 

Record in Column (1) Row (7) the number of children who were eligible for vaccination (i.e. 

who had not been previously vaccinated at an earlier age).  Please provide an age 

breakdown in Rows (1) to (6) if possible. 

NB Completion of Column (1) (all rows) is voluntary. 

Record in Column (2) Row (7) the total number of booster low 

dose Diphtheria, Tetanus and Polio (Td/IPV) given to school leavers during the financial 

year.  Please provide an age breakdown in Rows (1) to (6) if possible. 

NB completion of Column (2) Age breakdown (Rows (1) to (6)) is voluntary. 

NB If PCTs are unable to provide data in column (1) then data from the ONS mid-year 

population estimates will be used (denominator) in conjunction with data from column (2) 

(numerator) to calculate vaccine uptake. 

The image of the form at the end of this guidance illustrates the voluntary cells. 

Record in Column (4) Row (7) the total number of children aged 13-18 on receipt of MMR   

NB Completion of Column (3) (all rows) and Column (4) Age breakdown (Rows (1) to (6)) is 

voluntary. 
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Part B - BCG (Tuberculosis) Persons aged 1 or over in at-risk categories 

Part B relates to persons aged 1 or over who receive BCG vaccinations as part of the risk-

based immunisation programme (Immunisation Against Infectious Disease, 2006 (The 

‘Green Book’). Please note that the recording of BCG vaccinations for neonates and other 

children aged under 1 is now in part C of the KC50 return. 

Record the number of skin tests carried out in the year to determine whether BCG vaccine 

should be given, in column 5.  A tuberculin skin test is necessary prior to BCG vaccination 

for individuals aged six years and over; infants and children under 6 years of age with a 

history of residence or prolonged stay (more than 3 months) in a country with an annual TB 

incidence of 40/100,000 or greater; those who have had close contact with a person with 

known TB; and those who have a family history of TB within the last five years.  Record the 

estimated number of people that fell into the high-risk groups covered and the number of 

vaccinations given (columns 6-7). 

Part C - BCG (Tuberculosis) Children aged under 1 

Column 8 should be used as follows: where all neonates are routinely vaccinated, enter the 

number of births the trust is responsible for; where vaccination is limited to selective high-risk 

groups, enter the estimated number of births that fell into the high-risk groups covered. 

Enter in column 9 the actual number of under-1s vaccinated. For routine and high-risk 

programmes, this should relate only to those infants shown in column 8; but if this 

information is not available enter the actual number vaccinated. For other and opportunistic, 

enter the number of vaccinations given in the year.
